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BYE-LAWS FOR REGULATION OF DELAMONT COUNTRY PARK
BYE-LAWS made the 20th day of March 2000 by DOWN DISTRICT COUNCIL in pursuance of the provisions of Article 10 of the Recreation and Youth Service 

(Northern Ireland) Order 1986, and Part VI of the Local Government Act 

(Northern Ireland) 1972.
Interpretation

1. In these bye-laws – 

‘authorised officer of the Council’ includes any person employed by a company providing services to the Council in the management or security of the park.
‘the Council’ means Down District Council.
‘intoxicating liquor’ has the meaning given in the Licensing (Northern Ireland) Order 1996.
‘the Park’ means Delamont Country Park, Downpatrick Road, Killyleagh.

2. These bye-laws shall have effect with regard to the Park.

3. Nothing in these bye-laws shall –

(a) interfere with or prevent the carrying on of any work in, or supervision and management of, the Park by officers of the Council or any other person so authorised by the Council;

(b) prevent the Council from entering into an agreement in respect of the use of the Park or any part thereof and pursuant to which an act is permitted which would otherwise be prohibited.
Public Access

4. The Park shall be open to the public on the days and at the times appointed by the Council and as indicated by a notice displayed at or near to the main entrance.

5. A person shall not –

(a) enter or leave the Park except by way if the gates or other authorised access point provided by the Council for that purpose;

(b) enter or remain in the park at any time that it is closed to the public.

Protection of Property
6. A person shall not –

(a) wilfully damage, deface or displace any wall, fence or hedge situate in or enclosing the Park or enclosing any ground in the Park.

(b) affix any unauthorised notice or bill to, or climb any wall, fence, gate, hedge, tree, or any shed or other structure;
(c) wilfully damage, deface or displace any building or structure or any seat, ornament, barrier, or any machine or implement provided for the purposes of the Park or any picnic table, directional sign or safety equipment;
(d) light any fire, except in the case of a permitted barbecue where barbecue facility is provided by the Council, or drop any lighted match, cigarette, cigar or other lighted object in circumstances likely to cause fire;
(e) use a metal detector,

(f) leave open the gate of any field in the Park in which farm animals are being kept for grazing.

Protection of Flora and Fauna

7. A person shall not –

(a) wilfully damage, remove, cut or interfere with any turf, or any flower, shrub, tree or other plant;

(b) walk or run over or otherwise disturb any flower bed or any ground set apart for the cultivation of plants;

(c) foul or pollute any stream, lake or pond;
(d) disturb, injure, take, snare or destroy any animal or bird;

(e) take or disturb or destroy the nest or egg of any bird , or burrow, den, lair or other place of refuge of any animal.
Protection of the Public

8. A person shall not, acting to the danger of, or so as to give reasonable cause  for annoyance to any other person –

(a) throw or discharge any missile or strike any golf call or other object;
(b) use abusive, indecent, or obscene language;
(c) play any radio, cassette player or similar device, or any musical instrument;

(d) cause any obstruction or disturbance;

(e) consume any intoxicating liquor.

General Management

9. A person shall not –

(a) erect any tent or any stall, stand, post or other structure without the prior written consent of the Council;

(b) offer or expose for sale or hire any article, commodity or service without the prior written consent of the Council;

(c) beg from or importune any other person resorting to the Park;

(d) wash or bathe, or swim or wade in, or walk on the ice of any stream, pond or lake;

(e) enter a lavatory facility provided for members of the opposite sex, or use any such facility in an improper manner;

(f) obstruct any authorised officer of the Council or constable acting in the enforcement of these bye-laws.

Public Meetings

10. A person shall not, except with the prior written consent of the Council and in accordance with any conditions imposed by the Council in respect thereof:-
(a) preach, lecture, or take part in any public meeting or take in any public show, performance or demonstration;

(b) solicit or collect money in connection with any meeting, show, performance or demonstration;

(c) use any loudspeaker or similar device.

Vehicles
11.


(a)
A person shall not bring into the Park any vehicle or any cart or caravan, except over any roadway or car park that may be provided by the Council for the purpose of vehicular access to the Park;

(b) A person shall not drive any vehicle brought into Park in excess of fifteen miles per hour.

(c) This byelaw does not extend to emergency vehicles brought into the Park by police, ambulance, fire-brigade or security purposes, or to any service vehicle or disabled person’s vehicle permitted by an authorised officer of the Council.
(d) A person shall not ride any bicycle in a manner which is unsafe or likely to give reasonable cause for annoyance or alarm to other persons resorting to the Park.

Sports and Games
12. A person shall not organise or indulge or take parting any sporting activity in a manner which is likely to give reasonable cause for annoyance or alarm to other persons resorting to the Park.

13. A person shall not organise or take part in any game, sport or rally with generally recognised rules of play or participation except in such part of the Park as may be set aside by the Council for that purpose or as may otherwise be permitted by the Council.
14. A person shall not operate any power-driven model aircraft or boat unless with the prior approval of the Council.

15. A person shall not ride on any roller boots, skate-board or similar apparatus in a manner likely to cause damage to the grounds of the Park or likely to give reasonable cause for annoyance to other persons resorting to the Park.

Dogs and Other Animals

16.


(a)
A person having charge of a dog shall keep the dog under proper control and restrained from giving reasonable cause for annoyance or alarm to other persons.

(b)
A person having charge of a dog shall keep the dog on a lead at all times, except in such parts of the Park as may be designated by the Council as areas where dogs are not required to be kept on a lead.

(c) A person shall not bring into the Park any animal (other than a dog), the presence of which is likely to give a reasonable cause for annoyance or alarm to other persons.

17. A person shall not bring into, or allow to remain in, the Park any horse or pony, or any cattle or other grazing animals, without the prior written approval of the Council.
Children’s Play Areas
18. In any children’s play area, a person shall not:-

(a) if he is over fourteen years of age, use the equipment provided except for the purpose of assisting a child under that age;

(b) use the play area for any purpose other than utilising the equipment provided;

(c) use the equipment provided at any time when it is taken out of service or otherwise put out of use.

Enforcement

19. An authorised officer of the Council or a constable may, after due warning, remove or exclude from the Park any person who commits, or is reasonably suspected of committing, in the Park an offence against these bye-laws.

Citation

20. These bye-laws may be cited as the Down District Council (Delamont Country Park) bye-laws 2000.
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This foregoing bye-laws are herby confirmed by the Department of Culture Arts & Leisure for Northern Ireland this 16th day of October 2000.
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NOTE:
Under Section 92 (1) of the Local Government Act (Northern Ireland) 1972 as amended by Article 6 (5) of the Fines and Penalties (Northern Ireland) Order 1984, Article 2 (4) and Schedule 4 of the Criminal Penalties etc.  (Increase) Order (Northern Ireland) 1984 and Article 3 (2) of the Criminal Justice (NI) Order 1994, any person who contravenes a bye-law shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding level 2 of the standard scale (£500).
