Thank you for your recent inquiry regarding the Community Safety Small Grants Fund.  As you may know, each year we are able to make a number of small grants (up to £1,000) to groups within the District that meet our funding criteria.

The main condition is that your project should address local community safety issues, and particularly those that we have highlighted within our local Community Safety Strategy.  Projects should, for instance, have a direct impact on either reducing crime, anti-social behaviour, the fear of crime or improving the general safety of our communities.  For a fuller description of the types of projects we are sponsoring, please refer to guidance sheet at the back of the application form.

If we approve your scheme, we do ask that you maintain appropriate records (invoices, level of attendance etc) and undertake simple monitoring and evaluation of the project.  This way, it helps both you and us to assess whether the project has been successful and whether we wish to sponsor one like it in the future.  This evaluation work needs to be completed before we can pay out the final amount of your grant.
