GUIDANCE NOTES FOR GRANT APPLICATIONS

Key features of the grant scheme:
· The application form is simple

· Applications will only be accepted from constituted groups or bodies operating in Down District

· You will normally hear the result in twelve weeks
· Funding will be paid after the project, on receipt of an evaluation report including evidence of monies paid and receipted.

We want to help groups run projects which:

· Improve the quality of life by helping communities address community safety issues through voluntary action, self-help projects and diversionary events.

Please write clearly in black ink.  Use additional sheets if there is not enough room for your response.

Please remember that if you have not answered all the relevant questions and submitted the information we require, we will have to write seeking clarification and this will delay our decision.  It will take up to twelve weeks (from when we receive your completed application) for you to get a decision.

What we do not fund:
· Individuals

· Most statutory bodies

· Projects which are the remit of existing statutory agencies

· Projects which do not directly address community safety issues

· Activities only promoting religious or political beliefs
Some examples of projects funded by the Community Safety Partnership:

· Communities coming together to devise and implement safety initiatives or programmes such as midnight soccer, as a youth diversionary measure
· Environmental improvement schemes which tackle graffiti, litter, vandalism and generally promote a safer community

· Educational programmes in relation to alcohol and under age drinking
· Schemes that will positively raise awareness of community safety issues

· Initiatives to combat fear of crime among the elderly
· Community celebrations which include a strong community safety element eg educational input and support from the emergency services

Assessment and Scoring of Applications
Each application will be considered on its individual merits by the Partnership Scoring Panel who will take the following into consideration:

· How the application meets the eligibility criteria

· If the application has a direct community safety element

· The level of community support and involvement

· Value for money

· The annual amount of funds available to the Partnership for grant aid

Applicants should understand that while careful consideration is given to each application, it may not be possible to assist all applicants to the extent requested, or at all.

Useful Definitions
Voluntary Sector:  groups whose activities are carried out other than for profit but which are not public or local authorities.  These organisations would normally be formally constituted and employ paid professional and administrative staff.  They may or may not use volunteer staff.
Community Organisation or Community Group:  a community organisation or group differs from a voluntary organisation in that the control lies in the hands of the beneficiaries as individual users, members or residents.

Statutory agency:  agencies established by statute and central government (health, local authorities, education and library boards etc)
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
