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Small Grants Up to £1,000

General Terms and Conditions
1. “The Grantee” means the community organisation receiving the small grant from Down District Community Safety Partnership - “the Partnership”.

2. The Grantee agrees to complete the Evaluation Form and provide original invoices relating to expenses incurred as a direct result of the project, to the Partnership within four weeks of the project completing, or by 1 March 2011, whichever date is earlier.
3. The Grantee agrees to put in place adequate procedures for the procurement of goods and services to achieve value for money. Specifically, one or two quotations (if practical) should be obtained for each item over £100.  

4. The Grantee agrees to arrange appropriate and adequate insurance cover for the project and all actions, proceedings, costs, claims, demands and liabilities arising from the project.  The Grantee agrees to ensure that any individuals or organisations it works with in relation to the planning of the project are properly insured, qualified, registered, and experienced to undertake the work they have been asked to do. 

5. If the project being funded involves the Grantee’s organisation or volunteers working with children or young people under the age of 18, the Grantee agrees to have in place a Child Protection Policy and provide evidence of training for all those involved with working with children and young people.
6. The Grantee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold both the Partnership and Down District Council harmless from and against any losses, claims, liabilities, damages, costs or expense of any kind (including reasonable legal fees) which arise out of, relate to or are in any way connected with the making of the grant and any actual or alleged acts or omissions by the Grantee, its employees, volunteers, agents and representatives.

7. The Grantee agrees to comply with the Council’s Criteria for Recognising a Community Organisation. 

8. The Partnership reserves the right to withhold all or part of the grant where there is substantial or material change in the purpose or timing as described in the Grantee’s written application.

9. The Grantee agrees to advise the Partnership immediately on receipt of any other funding obtained in connection with this project.
10. The Grantee can not receive more than one grant per year

11. Projects which have benefited from other Council grants will not be funded 
12. The Grantee agrees not to use any part of the grant for party political purposes or any activity, which may be perceived as discriminatory on grounds of religion, gender, colour, race or disability.

13. The Partnership reserves the right to publicise the Grant Assistance.  The Grantee agrees to acknowledge the grant in any correspondence or commemorative plaque relating to the grant.

14. The Grantee agrees not to make any changes to the project as outlined in the application document without the consent of the Partnership.

15. The Grantee agrees to advise the Partnership immediately of any legal action actual or apprehended.

16. The Grantee agrees to put in place relevant policies on quality assurance.

17. The Partnership via its relationship with Down District Council is subject to the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  Details of the Council's policy and the Grantee’s rights can be found at the Council's website - www.downdc.gov.uk.  As part of the Council’s duties under the Act, it may disclose information relating to the grant to anyone who makes a request.  The Council may also publish some of the information given in its Publication Scheme as required under the Act.  The Grantee is therefore required to co-operate with the Council to enable it to meet its statutory duties under the Act.  Before releasing any information under the Act, the Council will consult with the Grantee and have regard to their comments or objections.
