BUS SHELTERS – DOWN DISTRICT 
Council is empowered under the Local Government Miscellaneous Provisions (NI) Order 1985, with the consent of the Department to erect and maintain on any road within the District of Council, shelters for the protection from the weather of persons waiting to enter public service vehicles.

Bus shelters are erected following local representations.  They are provided, particularly for those who have to use public services who may have to stand out in inclement weather.

POLICY STATEMENT

Council will erect a bus shelter where there is shown to be a need, providing the location does not present a safety or nuisance problem and adequate funding is available.

Relocation of bus shelter should only take place as a result of either road realignment or the bus companies relocating their bus stops.  All other cases of relocation should be resisted as long as there is an identified need for the shelter.

CRITERIA FOR ERECTION OF BUS SHELTER

1. Usage must be a minimum of 40 passengers over a period of a day and applications will be considered on a first come, first served basis with Translink confirming this information.

2. The location must be a recognised bus stop.

3. Owners of property immediately adjacent to the bus stop must have no objections to the erection of the shelter, including the type of shelter.

4. At least two thirds of home owners/tenants in the vicinity (50 metres radius) must have no objections to the shelter.

5. There should be no DRD Road Services/PSNI traffic branch objections on traffic grounds.

6. There is sufficient budgetary provision available.

7. Once refused the request may not be considered for a further 12 months.

DESIGN OF SHELTER

The Council endeavour to provide good quality, comfortable bus shelters, purchased through the Government Purchasing Agency.  Where appropriate, they will endeavour to have bus shelters erected free of charge, other than services by Adshel.  Council consider, in Conservation Areas, the erection of shelters above this standard, but the cost of such shelters excluding erection and servicing costs shall not exceed £3,000.

DEMOLITION OR RELOCATION

Where a bus shelter has ceased to be used as indicated by returns from Translink this gives rise to the possibility of removing the shelter.  This would be referred to the Corporate Services Committee and Council for a decision.  

“The Council reserves the right to remove any bus shelter and in reaching such a decision will take into account all relevant information and may consult with such bodies/groups/individuals, as it considers necessary”.
